[bookmark: _Toc15058923]Background
Deutsche Gesellschaft für Internationale Zusammenarbeit (GIZ) GmbH is a German Government enterprise that provides services in the field of international development cooperation worldwide. In India, GIZ has been working jointly with partners for sustainable economic, ecological and social development since more than 60 years now. 
The project “Human Wildlife Conflict Mitigation” is supported by the German Federal Ministry for Economic Cooperation and Development (BMZ) and implemented by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change (MoEFCC), Government of India and Deutsche Gesellschaft für Internationale Zusammenarbeit (GIZ).
